Acceptance

viewpoint.  Then watch what happens

Servant-hood

Rom 15:8  For I tell you that Christ has become a servant of the Jews on 

behalf of God's truth, to confirm the promises made to the patriarchs

Whenever God calls leaders He is calling them to a life of 
servant-hood - primarily to him and secondarily to others.  
The Apostle Paul is a good example ...

Acts 26:16 'Now get up and stand on your feet. I have 

appeared to you to appoint you as a servant and as a witness 

of what you have seen of me and what I will show you.
